Participatory action research practices in decolonising contexts
Dr Susan Goff is the director of Cultureshift Pty Ltd, a consultancy that since 1991 has been committed to developing participatory action research (PAR), action learning and participatory evaluation approaches to address environmental and social sustainability opportunities in Australia. 

In 2007-08 the Murdoch Childrens Research Institute explored the integration of health promotion into early childhood services.  Queensland Health is now funding Cultureshift to facilitate a PAR strategy to generate evidence about this practice development with Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander early childhood services in Queensland:

As project director, Susan’s practice is to inquire into the participatory capacity within an initiative’s communities of interest. In the hands of project participants, the knowledge that is created by this inquiry is used to generate change that they determine, to improve the conditions they are addressing. 

In the spirit of this approach, opening up thinking and practice about PAR in the context of decolonisation from the perspective of a coloniser is illuminating deeply embedded assumptions in PAR practices. 

The conversation will be a reflection on practice in the two lights of decolonising PAR and, using PAR to open up decolonising spaces within the colonisers’ and survivors’ environments.  The conversations will reflect the views of the project participants and not necessarily those of the funding body.
